The scholarship committee met with Mrs. Streit and discussed many options on how the fund should be maintained and administered.  Mrs. Streit provided them information on the Licking County foundation, which administers scholarships for many different types of funds.  They met with the director of the foundation and were very impressed with their operation.  The committee felt that they should, at this time, bring their findings before the officers and get their input. The foundation will not begin to distribute scholarships until a total of $10,000 is on deposit.  They will accept amounts of $1,000 and up.  They will invest our funds so that we may realize earnings on our money deposited.

We requested Barb and Dan to develop proposed scholarship criteria using the suggestions, guidelines and opinions that were voiced at this meeting.
