Treasurer’s Report:

Account Balance – Review of income and expense activity showed our present account balance as $4,673.79 – motion to accept by Karen, second by Dan, all in favor, motion carried.  

Committee Reports:

Finance Committee – We discussed the budget to be prepared and presented at our next meeting.

Membership – 96 received not counting honorary – Bev presented a stack of new to be reviewed and counted.    

Newsletter – Various discussions with Tom requesting articles of the football team, the street sign, Hornets Way, honoring Lickings Heights win over Watkins Memorial, Band happenings and death of ex-superintendent Janice Striet. Tom requested for the articles to be emailed to him instead of waiting to present them at the next meeting.    

Bell Tower – The brick walk way has had weed killer applied and Keith is to trim shrubs early October.

Webmaster – Dan reported that all activity is current and up to date. There was some discussion to add a counter for site hits and Dan will make this addition to the web.   

Historical – Millie presented pictures of Licking Heights memorabilia curio in Pataskala nursing home she and Bob have assembled. Report was given that the 2007 class composite is in the works. Articles of the death of past Superintendent Janice Striet were presented.     

Old Business:

Class Composite – The 1990 class composite omission of Timothy Morgan reported by his sister, Dawn Wallen with request that his picture be added is inactive, we received no response to Toms email dated June 27, 2007. The $2,500.00 was the result of membership dues and donations of $2,163.00 + $100.00 to honor Janice Striet + $237.00 additional sum agreed by the associations’ officers and directors.   

Comments & Announcements – Barb informed all that the class of 1960 is going to have a breakfast gathering on September 28, 2007 at the Nutcracker Sweet restaurant and will have future gatherings. All alumni are welcome to participate.

Brief discussion about the last home football game (senior night) about having alumni players attend free, Karen will discuss with the athletic director.

We discussed the $15,000.00 that needed to be deposited over five (5) years into the Licking County Foundation to fund our Licking Heights Alumni Scholarship Fund; we are excited to announce that we have achieved this goal in three (3) years. Our initial deposit was on October 2004, THANKS to everyone for your support. With future donations we will begin planning on raising the scholarship amount or having more than one recipient.
