President’s Report:

Bruce presented Tom report due to his absence for his wife’s surgery. Tom’s report on the IRS “Support for Advanced Ruling Period” states he has completed the paperwork and mailed it a few weeks ago and as of date we have received no reply. His report included new filing requirements for Non-profit as follows; the new IRS rules now require us, (Tax Exempt Organizations) to file an annual return no matter how small our gross income. However, if the gross income is less than $25,000 we may file via e-Postcard. Tom has registered (the Association) with the IRS approved third party (Urban Institute) provider. He attempted to file our return and ran into some problems. Somehow they have our tax year ending in September. Tom reported this error to the IRS and requested a change so when the change takes effect he will file our return. The deadline is May 15th. We will still be a 501C3 classification.
