Tom opened the meeting with copies of the minutes from last meeting, March 2008; motion to waive the reading of the meeting by Dan, second by Bruce, all in favor, motion carried.  {Minutes are posted also on the website and provided to members prior to the meeting.)

President’s Report:

Tom reported that after several phone calls and a letter, the filing period has not yet been corrected.  To-date we are unable to file via e-Postcard.

 Vice President’s Report: 
Bruce reported that the annual Treasurers audit was completed and that everything was in order.   He said that Bev is doing an outstanding job of keeping accurate and complete records.  Motion to accept the annual audit report by Barb, second by Dan, all in favor, motion carried.

 Treasurer’s Report:

Account Balance – Bev reported a balance of $1,994.91 and no activity since the last meeting. Motion to accept the Treasurer’s report by Bruce, second by Barb, all in favor, motion carried. 

Committee Reports:

Banquet – Bev and Barb will be meeting in the next week to select the menu.  They will provide Tom with the details when complete. 

Ways and Means – Tom reported that Howard had contacted JD and he no longer handles the novelty items and had no samples.  Tom was not able to get any samples for this meeting, due to work on the newsletter.  We will continue to discuss fund raising topics at future meetings.

Newsletter – Tom provided a drift of the newsletter.  There is space for one more article.  However, no additional articles had been submitted.  It was decided that we would use a picture from the 1958 class to fill the void.

New Business: 

Brick Engraving Price Increase – Dan reported that the price to engrave our Pathway to Victory paver bricks increased by $2.00.  After a brief discussion, Bev moved to NOT increase the costs of bricks, second by Barb, all in favor, motion carried.

Scholarship Award Amount – Tom received a letter from the Licking County Foundation Governing Committee stating that effective 2009 the minimum scholarship award would be $1,000.  It further stated that this year (2008) we had the option of continuing the $500 award.  After a brief discussion, Bruce moved to keep the award at $500 for this year, second by Dan, all in favor, motion carried.  Tom spoke with the Foundation and reported our current balance is $13,572.  The Foundation said that they have received several applications for the LH Alumni scholarship and they will make the selection at their May 8th meeting.  They will send out notifications soon after the selection and the High School Awards ceremony will be May 16th.
