Meeting Minutes for April 22, 2008

President Tom Dunkle called the regular meeting to order at 6:05 pm.  (Adjourned 7:28 pm)

Tom opened the meeting with copies of the minutes from the last two meetings, June and July 2008; motion to waive the reading of the minutes by Dan, second by Katie, all in favor, motion carried.

President’s Report:

Tom presented the members with a copy of the annual report from The Licking County Foundation and reviewed the financial status of the Foundation.

Vice President’s Report: 
Bruce reported that our Hornets football team beat Watkins Warriors 41 – 14, in the Battle for Broad Street.

Treasurer’s Report:

Account Balance – Bev reported a balance of $6,133.43.

Banquet Report – Bev handed out the financial report for the year to date compared to the same period last year.  She pointed out that the banquet income was 3,300 and the expenses were 2,638.75.  This is the first time in “years” that we have not lost money.  Congratulations go out to the Banquet committee (Bev-Barb).

Finance Committee – No report

Ways and Means/ Fundraising – Tom proposed selling “Glow Sticks” at the last few home football games.  He said that he would volunteer to sell them at the games.  Dan moved to approve purchases up to $300 for the Glow Sticks, second by Bev, all in favor, motion carried.

Membership – Tom reported that we have 110 paid members and 16 mail subscriptions.  He also reported that there are 151 “past” members that are not current members.  Tom suggested that we write those past members and remind them of their importance to the Association.  The Board agreed and Tom will create the letter and form for mailing.  

Newsletter – Katie reported that she has offered the high school journalism class the opportunity to create the newsletter.  She will follow up with Stephanie Fausnaugh (English Teacher and Advisor).  The Board set a deadline of November 1st, so that our members can receive the newsletter before Christmas.
Bell Tower – Tom thanked everyone that assisted in the cleanup on August 21st.  Great Job!

Historical – No Report ~    

Webmaster – Dan reported the “Guest Count” at 29,272 and that the site was visited 1,455 times last month.  Dan said that he will continue to work on the “forms” for membership on the website and the use of PayPal.

Old Business:

Yearbooks – Dan reported that he has successfully located and distributed several of the old yearbooks.  He has requested help to research some of the students and he provided a list to the Board.  He has set a deadline on this activity to be the November meeting.  After he has exhausted all available resources, he will give the remaining books back to Stephanie Fausnaugh (Yearbook Advisor).

Sports Ad – Bev reported that the Ad was paid for and is in the sports programs.

Alumni Football Night – Karen reported that the tailgate party was well attended.  The alum’s enjoyed free hotdogs, snacks, and drinks compliments of the Alumni Association.  Many were gathered around reminiscing and having a good time.  Tom thanked Karen and her husband Joseph for all the hard work and Howard Emswiler for donating the hot dogs.  

New Business: 

Alumni Tailgate – Dan moved to reimburse Karen Joseph $69.59 for expenses for the alumni tailgate party, second by Bruce, all in favor, motion carried.

Scholarship Fund – Annual Deposit – Tom reported that based on the membership fees, there was $550 earmarked for the scholarship fund.  That amount is $5 from each membership submitted.  There were scholarship donations in the amount of $1,886 from our generous alums.  That made the total amount dedicated to the scholarship $2,436.  Tom then asked the Board to determine the annual deposit amount, considering we have slightly over $6.000 in the checking account.  After much discussion, the Board agreed to deposit $4,000 to the scholarship fund.  The motion was made by Dan, second by Bruce, all in favor, motion carried.  Because of the recent market turmoil and economic status, Tom asked for a discussion about possible alternatives as to where the funds should go this year.  It was agreed that while the market is weak, it is best to continue to invest our funds with The Licking County Foundation.  The Foundation manages over $38 million dollars in stocks, bonds, securities, etc.  As required by the Foundation, starting this year the scholarship amount increases to $1,000.

Meeting Time – Bev asked that the meeting time be moved back to the original 7:00 pm.  After a brief discussion, Dan made the motion, second by Bev, all in favor, motion carried.  The meetings will again be held at 7:00 pm on the last Tuesday of the month.

Karen made a motion to adjourn, second by Dan, all in favor, motion carried.
